Also since the last newsletter, four Pupil Free days have been 
announced by the State Government to provide time for schools to 
prepare online learning opportunities (if needed in future weeks). 
 
As you can imagine, we have been busy. We are on a steep learning curve 
as we seek to establish two online learning platforms.

Classroom teachers are in the midst of establishing these platforms and 
determining how classroom learning can be best designed for a situation 
that may involve both home learning and face to face learning.

Week 10:  Teachers are familiarising themselves with Seesaw and  
  Google Classroom and establishing the online classrooms 
 
Week 11:  Teachers will engage in training to learn tools and resources 
  available through these platforms 
  Parents will receive emails and instructions via post, to join 
  the online platforms  
  Parents will receive an electronic survey asking them about 
  their childΩs access to devices and the internet and to indicate 
  their intentions for their childΩs attendance in Term 2

NEW REGULATIONS 
On Thursday the 26th of March the Government put into place more strict guidelines for OSHC and Vacation 
Care Services.  These have now been implemented as of Friday the 27th of March and are as follows: 
 

ϊ No more than 12 children per area/space 
ϊ Maintain social distancing of 1.5 meters (children are not able to play in groups with their friends) 
ϊ Rotating groups through the outdoor and indoor/quiet areas (children are no longer able to    
  move freely to different areas) 
ϊ Minimise large group activities (no contact group games or hall games) 
ϊ Staggered meal and food times 
ϊ Playground has been closed  
 

As you can all imagine this is proving to be quite difficult for an OSHC our size and is becoming quite       chal-
lenging for the children not to have the freedom to play and socialise like they are accustomed to. 
We ask if youΩre not an essential working parent and you donΩt need the care then please keep your children 
home.  The childrenΩs wellbeing is of most importance. 
 
VACATION CARE – APRIL SCHOOL HOLIDAYS 
At this stage we will be operating during the April School Holidays from Tuesday 13th April to Friday 24th April.  A 
number of new safety measures will be put in place. Booking Forms will be available at the sign in table and 
from the OSHC website. 
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Every measure is being taken to ensure the Health & Well Being of your child is our number one priority.  

While they are in our care, the following will occur during Pupil Free week and Vacation Care: 
Drop off before 9 am each morning.  Gates will be shut after this time. 
Gates will re-open at 3 pm for collection. 
Families who need a drop off or pick up outside these times are welcome to make prior arrangement with 
Management or phone/text on the day.
