In Junior Primary Japanese this semester, students spent a good amount of time exploring Japanese
culture, tradition, and language.

The reception students explored all about the country Japan, through play and action-related
language. Students learned simple greetings like Konnichiwa (hello), Sayonara (good-bye), and
Arigatou (thank you) as an example of the everyday Japanese language.

All Junior Primary students explored different festivals and seasons celebrated in Japan including Girl’s
Day (3" March), Boy’s Day (also known as Children’s Day, 5™ May). Students understood that northern
hemisphere including Japan has an opposite season to Australia, through celebrating spring in April!

Year 2 and 3 students focused on learning different Japanese words and languages through the Pets
Unit and numbers. Students had an opportunity to explore and practise Japanese writings of Hiragana
and Kanji through hand-writing, interactive iPad, hands-on/sensory play, and group/individual games.
Year 3 also practiced writing their name in Japanese, using katakana writing — primarily used for words
of foreign origin.
